Rebecca Ingram Powell  is a pastor’s wife, homeschooling mother of three, and a nationally known author and speaker. She is the 
author of Baby Boot Camp: Basic Training for the First Six Weeks of Motherhood (for new and expectant moms), Wise Up! Experience the 
Power of Proverbs (for teen girls), and Dig Deep: Unearthing the Treasures of Solomon’s Proverbs (for teen guys).

Her articles have appeared in 
HomeLife, BabyLife, and The P31 Woman, and other Christian publications as well as numerous websites including Pastors.com and 
Crosswalk.com.

Janie Cheaney postponed her own writing career in order to homeschool her two children for twelve years, starting in 1985. In the 
process of teaching her children to write, she adapted and developed the program that became the Wordsmith series, which is 
now published by Common Sense Press. Besides teaching her own, she has also taught several writing classes for homeschooolers. 
Since her youngest graduated, she has published four novels for middle-grade and young-adult readers, and written for several 
national magazines. She is currently a regular columnist for WORLD Magazine and dispenses writing tips through her website www.

He loves to read true-life adventures about explorers, inventors, and people who triumph in life-threatening 
situations. His favorite part of school as a youth was lunch and recess.

Jan Bloom received her B.S. degree with a major in Physics and minor in Math from the University of Minnesota College of Education. 
She taught brie�y in a public school before having children. Jan and Gary began homeschooling their three children in 1982 after 
being introduced to the idea at a L’Abri seminar and were convinced of its bene�ts a month later following an interview of Dr. Raymond 
Moore by James Dobson. Using the “living books” approach of Charlotte Mason along with the real life experiences encouraged by 
Raymond Moore, three interesting, well-read children were educated into college. Jan developed a vintage bookselling business 
based on the knowledge she gained identifying the best books for educating children. This led to writing a book about these great 
authors and series, Who Should We Then Read? Jan’s second book, What Should We Then Know?, encourages families to develop a 
quality home library. Volume 2 of Who Should We Then Read? will be released soon. In addition, Jan has authored an ebook, Business 
by the Books, which highlights important character development and business understanding. She has also been a contributor to 
Homeschooling Today magazine. 

Scott Woodru�, HSLDA, has been a sta� attorney for Home School Legal Defense Association since 1998. He has defended thou-
sands of homeschool families when their rights were threatened by social workers, school superintendents, state departments of 
education, law enforcement o�cials and others.
